Recent correspondence, which has been shared with the CCCB, between DOEE and Washington Gas was noted.  It was also noted that this code change does not fully address requirement in DC Act 24-528 which was approved 7/27/2022.  The Council Act requires compliance by 12/31/26 and the CCCB has time to respond to this issue.  A motion to adopt the meeting agenda was made by Garrett Whitescarver and seconded by Joel Causey. Without any objections, the agenda was adopted.
