Casey Studhalter said the Green Construction & Energy-Commercial TAG will submit recommended language for Section 101.10 Energy-Commercial at the next CCCB meeting. Michael Brown said the Residential & Energy-Residential TAG will submit recommended language for Section 101.10 Energy-Residential at the next CCCB meeting. Motion to approve by Marc Fetterman, seconded by Joel Causey. The proposal was unanimously approved.

BC-AE-2-1-23

Garret Whitescarver inquired about the Substantial Improvement definitions appearing twice in the Chapter. Marc Fetterman commented that the definitions apply to different parts of the code, as noted, and that this format has been used for several code cycles. Marc Fetterman also responded to the issue that definitions from Appendix G Flood have been moved to Chapter 2.  He stated that some of these definitions are for terms in Chapter 16 and other definitions are for Appendix G.  This format had been used successfully in previous code cycles.  The two lists of definitions: Section 202.1 Revised Definitions and 202.2 New Definitions were also discussed. Marc Fetterman noted that this format was used for the first time in the 2017 DC Building Code and Garret urged the Administrative and Enforcement TAG to combine the definitions into one list. Marc Fetterman agreed to pursue this goal.  Motion to approve by Marc Fetterman, seconded by Garret Whitescarver. The proposal was unanimously approved.

Matthew Borger made the comment that enforcement language may be located in different areas of the Code. Marc Fetterman noted that he would look into this issue and get back to Garret Whitescarver. 7. Additional Administrative & Other Matters
i.       Board Completion of Initial Review of Model Codes and Additional CCCB Meetings
Marc Fetterman noted that the Board is making good progress but could not provide a date for when the Board’s work will be finished. Marc Fetterman then noted that the Board may be able to declare the September 21st Board meeting as the last Board meeting or potentially have one meeting after the scheduled September meeting. Casey Studhalter inquired if a motion would be helpful to have the September meeting as the last the opportunity to submit new proposals. Marc Fetterman asked if the Board would agree to meet on September 28th to wrap up any remaining business. Garret offers the comment that he was amendable to an additional meeting in September and also commented that ECC-En-4-1-23, the commercial electrification proposal, should be considered at the next meeting. Joel Causey requested the full language of this code proposal. Anthony Dale asked if the proposal is brought back for a vote at the September meeting, will the proposal be revisited or will it be laid to rest. Marc Fetterman responded that one vote will be taken before all approved code changes are included in the Notice of Proposed Rulemaking 1. Anthony Dale asked if the Board does tale up the proposal, does the law require the Mayor to adopt these provisions. Michael Brown commented that DC Law 24-177 states that if there is no building code that meets net-zero requirements then Appendix Z automatically goes into effect. Michael went further in explaining the proposed rulemaking process and comment period where amendments will be offered after publication of Notices of Proposed Rulemaking 1 and 2 will keep the commercial electrification proposal in discussion. Garret Whitescarver offered the comment that the Board’s charge is to try to meet the legislation’s intent while codifying it in a logical manner. Gus Mehrdad asked if the electrification proposal would become effective prior to the 12/31/2026 deadline in the legislation. Marc Fetterman responded that his experience in past code cycles, is that it has taken 20 months after the Board’s initial consideration of codes before a new Code has gone into effect.
