1.  Preliminary Matters

i
Call to Order and Roll Call
The meeting was called to order by Marc Fetterman, Vice Chair, at 10:44 a.m. with a roll call of members and other persons present. A new Board member, Matthew Borger, was welcomed to the Board, as the Council designee.
ii
Adoption of Meeting Agenda
The meeting agenda was unanimously approved upon motion made by Jason Wright and seconded by Tony Falwell.

Review & Approval of Meeting Minutes 
The meeting minutes for the Thursday, November 15, 2018 Regular Meeting were approved unanimously upon motion made by Chris Bailey and seconded by Tony Falwell

2. TAG Chair Reports on review of Public Comments on Notices of Proposed Rulemaking (2017 DC Construction Codes)  

Each TAG Chair present at the meeting reported on the status of TAG meetings to discuss comments received in response to the Notices of Proposed Rulemakings, and whether their TAGs would be prepared to submit any code revisions needed to address issues raised in the public comments. Most of the TAGs had met initially and/or had meetings scheduled, and the Chairs expected to be able to submit revisions by the January 17, 2019 meeting, with the exception of the Electrical TAG, and Mechanical / Plumbing / Fuel Gas TAG which had not yet met.  Jill Stern offered to reach out to Armando Lourenco to determine his availability to convene meetings of the Mechanical / Plumbing / Fuel Gas TAG, and advise the Board whether a new TAG Chair should be appointed to make sure the comments on these codes can be reviewed expeditiously. 

Jill Stern reported that, based on conversations with AOBA and DCBIA, she expected additional comments to be submitted shortly after the New Year. Concern was expressed by Casey Studhalter and David Epley that these additional comments had not been submitted before the Energy and Green Tag meetings in December 2018. This delay they indicated would hinder the TAG’s ability to consider any late-filed comments.

With the expectation that additional special meetings might be necessary, Jill Stern polled the Board members as to availability in early February 2019. She indicated that she would follow up to schedule a special meeting on or about February 7, 2018 based on maximum availability.  

Following up on the Board’s motion at the November 15, 2018 meeting, to commence a new code development cycle as of January 1, 2019 to consider adoption of the 2018 ICC model codes, the 2017 National Electrical Code and ASHRAE 90.1-2016 (the “2018 Model Codes”), Jill Stern noted that several Board members had expressed concern about the draft Notice (regarding commencement of the next code development cycle) that she circulated for Board review, on the grounds that this notice could be confusing since the current code cycle is still underway.  After Board discussion, the consensus was that the new code development cycle should be delayed until after the Second Notice is published, but that, to the extent time permits, the TAGs should start reviewing the 2018 Model Codes and be prepared to move forward with adoption of these model codes. 
3. Consideration of Previously Introduced Code Change Proposals 
Chris Bailey is reviewing previously submitted mass timber code change proposals and conforming these to the code changes recently passed by the ICC.  The Board took the following actions as noted. All actions were unanimous unless otherwise indicated.
