· Notice of Proposed Rulemaking Amending 1 DCMR 6 – This was published in the D.C. Register as a Second Proposed Rulemaking on October 29th, 2021. No comments were received. Danielle Gurkin will now move to have this published as a Final Rulemaking.
· Conforming 14 DCMR to the Property Maintenance Code - DCRA is still internally working on the cross reference between 14 DCMR and 12-G DCMR.
· Harmonization of DC Code with 2017 DC Construction Codes – This remains in draft form, awaiting internal permission from DCRA in order to advance.

5.  Administrative & Other Matters

i. Introduction of Jeffrey Viano (Structural Engineering Profession)
Danielle Gurkin thanked outgoing Board Member Kellie Farster for her service to the District of Columbia, having held a position on the CCCB for the last 5 years. Kellie Farster’s successor, Jeffrey (Jeff) Viano took a few minutes to formally introduce himself to the board.
ii. Status Updates from TAG Chairs

Jason Wright indicated a need to recruit additional TAG members, as he works to reconstitute a well-staffed committee. Chris Bailey offered to provide some assistance in this endeavor.

Marc Fetterman shared that Administration and Enforcement TAG has already met twice, with a third meeting scheduled for the first week in January. Code change proposals are being submitted by members of the TAG, as none were received by members of the public to date.

Garret Whitescarver spoke on behalf of the Building, Electrical, and Elevator TAGS. The Building TAG has some outstanding deliverables for its members, with updates due after the holidays. Work on the part of the Electrical TAG is completed, and Elevator TAG is also expecting deliverables of its members after the holiday season.

Chris Bailey stated that the Existing Building TAG has completed its work. Marc Fetterman highlighted the outstanding submission of proposals already approved on the TAG level by Chris Bailey to the attention of the board chair, for presentation at subsequent meetings. Chris Bailey agreed to revisit his records, and (re)submit said proposals using the appropriate form/format and submission protocol.

Chief Kannry indicated that the Fire TAG has essentially wrapped up its workload, with the exception of proposals that were returned for further discussion or revision.

Martin Koch spoke on behalf of the Flood Hazard TAG, and shared that 4 proposals thus far have been approved by the CCCB, with one pending introduction at a future meeting. There are 2 proposals currently circulating amongst other TAGS, before they will be brought to the CCCB level. 

Michael Brown shared that there are several proposals which have been submitted for consideration to the CCCB.

Danielle Gurkin mentioned that the Structural and Special Inspections TAG had completed its work prior to Kellie Farster’s departure from the CCCB.

Marc Fetterman’s update for the Mechanical, Plumbing, Fuel and Gas TAG was that the committee is still working on boiler issue, which was previously shared with the Board. Committee is otherwise in good shape.

Casey Studhalter’s update for the Commercial Energy and Conservation TAG was that the group has been convening once a month since June 2021, and bi-weekly for the past couple of months to keep up with its workload. There are currently 5 proposals pending submission to the CCCB, with another 11 pending further TAG deliberation. Marc Fetterman asked Casey Studhalter about the consultant who had been hired to work on energy codes, to which Casey replied that the work had been completed, and is included within proposals that will be submitted for the Board’s consideration. Marc Fetterman then asked about the work of the Green TAG. Casey Studhalter indicated that much of the work thus far has been heavily focused on Energy matters, and suggested perhaps separating the content . Casey Studhalter also asked about the timeline for proposal submissions, to which Danielle Gurkin stated end of March 2022.

iii. Board Approval of PMC TAG Member (Beth Mellen)
Since Matthew Borger is absent from today’s meeting, this matter will be tabled for now.
iv. TAG meetings on the Open DC Website
Danielle Gurkin reminded each TAG chair to notify both her and Mamei Willie-Bonglo of any planned meetings at least 3 business days in advance, so that the information can be posted on the Open DC website. Board members will continue to meet on the third Thursdays of the month in the next calendar year. Mamei Willie-Bonglo will send out the invitations for meetings in 2022.

6. Comments by Board Members and Members of the Public
Garret Whitescarver suggested that fellow board member Chris Bailey expound on some of the work currently being undertaken by the Accessibility TAG. Chris Bailey shared that both he and Chief Mitchell Kannry are serving on the High Rise Task Force, as convened by the Mayor of DC to address any issues and considerations related to accessible accommodations in high rise buildings in the District. The group has completed Phase 1 of its charge, and will be submitting the outline of its Phase 2 to DCRA. Members of the High Rise Task Force will be encouraged to participate in the CCCB’s Accessibility TAG, so that considerations may be discussed extensively ahead before being brought to the CCCB level. Chief Kannry added that recommendations of the High Rise task force must traverse several legal channels, and hinted at a rather lengthy timeline for these proposals to be developed and distributed externally.
