1.  Preliminary Matters

i
Call to Order and Roll Call
The meeting was called to order by Jill Stern Chair, at 10:45 a.m. with a roll call of members and other persons present. 
ii
Adoption of Meeting Agenda
The meeting agenda was unanimously approved upon motion made by Tony Falwell and seconded by Lynn Underwood.

Review & Approval of Meeting Minutes 
The meeting minutes for the Thursday, February 1, 2018 Special Meeting were unanimously approved upon motion made by Chris Bailey and seconded by Tony Falwell.
2.  2017 Construction Code Supplements
Jill Stern asked the Board to consider the Fire Code Supplement which was circulated to the Board prior to the meeting, and which incorporated revisions requested by OAG.  She advised the Board that she had met with Tony Falwell and Chris Bailey to discuss two substantive issues that had arisen during OAG review of the Fire Code Supplement: (1) installation permits for hazardous material storage systems and (2) the scope of Chapter 11 (Construction Requirements for Existing Buildings), and that the Supplement circulated to the Board reflected the results of these discussions and also OAG acceptance of these revisions.  The Board briefly discussed Section 105.7 Required Installation Permits, which Jill Stern noted had been inadvertently omitted from the 2013 Supplement and which was added to the Supplement. With respect to Chapter 11, Jill Stern advised the Board that Sections 1101.2 and 1101.3 had been revised in accordance with her discussions with Tony Falwell and Chris Bailey, and with OAG attorneys, to clarify the intent to require existing buildings to come into compliance with Chapter 11 which sets forth minimum fire safety requirements. A transition period was added to require permit applications to be submitted to DCRA within 60 days of adoption of the new code, to cover work needed to bring the buildings into compliance with Chapter 11. The Board also discussed the suitability of requiring Group A-2 buildings to come into compliance with sprinkler requirements, since this requirement was added to the 2018 IFC.  
Following a discussion of the proposed revisions, the Board approved the Fire Code Supplement as revised upon motion made by Tony Falwell and seconded by Lynn Underwood. The motion was approved 7:1.
