4. Administrative & Other Matters
i. Board Completion of Initial Review of Model Codes and Additional CCCB Meetings
Marc Fetterman asked for the date when Christopher Bailey would become the Chair of the CCCB. Christopher Bailey responded that it was not known when the resolution would be approved. Marc Fetterman then proposed that the Board meet in a Special Meeting on November 2nd to consider code changes introduced today. Some members expressed their availability for the proposed date. 5.  Comments by Board Members and Members of the Public
Michael Brown offered to host a meeting that Christopher Bailey and he would chair to give an overview of the code changes that have been introduced today. Marc Fetterman noted that Michael Brown’s suggestion was a good idea and offered help in organizing any special meetings to accomplish that goal. There were no objections from the Board members. 

There were no additional comments from Board members.

David Mallof, a DC Resident, expressed concern about the Neighbor Notification program.  He noted that it is located in the Building Code and subject to review by the CCCB. He requested the opportunity to explain concerns that he has on certain changes that were made to the process a year ago. Marc Fetterman thanked David Mallof for this comment and advised that once the Board has completed initial work on these Codes, a draft document will be published in the DC Register, as a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking, for public comment.  And that would be the appropriate time to bring up concerns with the Neighbor Notification program by submitting comments on the draft rulemaking.  David Mallof said that he would like to voice these concerns at the next scheduled meeting and Marc Fetterman declined this offer.  David Mallof suggested that Marc Fetterman and he speak offline to discuss the matter.
