i. TAG meetings on the Open DC Website
Marc Fetterman reminded each TAG chair to notify Helen Hooks and Lamont McGinnis of any planned meetings at least 2 business days in advance, so that the information can be posted on the Open DC website.

Next CCCB Meeting- February 16, 2023
6.  Comments by Board Members and Members of the Public
Michael Brown made a comment seeking guidance regarding creating specific energy efficiency standards that can be linked to District of Columbia’s laws. Marc Fetterman responded that, in the past, the Board has dealt with the issue of where DC law or the Construction Code has preeminence and received guidance from DOB, formerly DCRA, that the Codes and DC Law are equivalent in importance. 
Joel Causey offered the comment that it would be irresponsible for the Construction Codes to be left up to the Council without review by the CCCB to determine how Council changes would affect the Construction Codes overall. Joel mentioned the electrification standards put forth by the Mayor and acknowledged that it is up to the CCCB to enter the change into the Code. Marc Fetterman responded that attempts have been made in the past to synchronize the efforts of lawmakers and Board members and acknowledged that this is an on-going challenge.
Michael Brown offered the comment that he would take his question to the DOB General Council for a recommendation on how to achieve a more cohesive standard in the Code amendment process. 
Garret Whitescarver offered the comment of concern that City Council plans to release a number of Acts that will change the Code but notes that it is not clear procedurally who does the work to make the changes. Marc Fetterman responded that Legislative people from DOB could bring proposed legislation to the Board.  He noted that the CCCB used to receive this information from DCRA.  Garret stated that there needs to be a process of getting information to the Board about what laws passed by Council have made it on the books and. Chris Bailey asked if any bills had been passed that should be brought to the Board’s attention. 
Garret noted the Migratory Wildlife Bill that has passed Council that will need the Board’s attention. Lamont McGinnis advised that he would send a copy of the law to the Board.
Jason Wright offered the comment that often times the Board doesn’t know about what’s coming until it’s passed and then the Board is left with trying to figure out how to implement Council Laws.

Garret Whitescarver offered a solution in which the Board can put in place a way to offer comment alongside DOB when the Agency’s input is requested. Jason Wright emphasized the importance of CCCB’s involvement in the adoption process. 
Members of the public who were in attendance were allowed to participate freely during the meeting.  No additional comments were made by members of the public.
