Regarding the Commercial Energy proposals for electrification, Danielle Gurkin stated that the members of the CCCB had received a variety of letters in support of, and in opposition to, the Commercial Energy electrification proposal, including a letter from every member of the D.C. Council.  Danielle Gurkin noted that while the Board would not be voting on the electrification proposals today, she would be turning the meeting over to Casey Studhalter for a presentation on the 2023 DC Commercial Energy Conservation Code proposals.
In his presentation, Casey Studhalter highlighted 10 code change proposals being considered and their role in the all-electric requirement for new buildings/ construction. During his presentation, the cost of electrification was addressed based on results of a study completed by NBI. Mayor Muriel Bowser has signed several pieces of legislation that support the goal of electrification. Casey also provided information on the rebates and incentives available. Following the presentation, a discussion period commenced among the Board members and members of the public in attendance regarding the Commercial Energy TAG proposals.  Casey agreed to take back to the TAG several suggestions offered by AOBA and to consider suggestions to be offered by representatives of the Consortium of Universities of the Washington Metropolitan Area.
