1.  Preliminary Matters


i.
Call to Order and Roll Call
The meeting was called to order by Danielle Gurkin, Board Chair, at 10:31am. Roll call of Board members and other persons present was initiated by Board Chair Danielle Gurkin. All members and other persons present participated via WebEx video conference.
ii.
Adoption of Meeting Agenda
Danielle Gurkin presented the meeting agenda for the Board’s approval. A motion to adopt the meeting agenda was made by Casey Studhalter and seconded by Michael Brown. Without any objections, the agenda was adopted.

iii.
Review and Adoption of Minutes of August 18, 2022, Regular Meeting
Danielle Gurkin presented the meeting minutes from the August 18, 2022, Board Meeting for the Board’s approval. The meeting minutes were approved unanimously upon motion made by Michael Brown and seconded by Anthony Dale. Without any objections, the minutes were adopted.
2.  Introduction of New CCCB Member Anthony Dale

Anthony Dale introduced himself to the Board and provided information about his background.
Before turning to other business, Danielle Gurkin outlined the intended structure of the Board meeting. She advised that the Board will first be voting on the 10 Existing Building Proposals that are listed for reconsideration on the Meeting Agenda. Next, Casey Studhalter will offer a report on the status of the Commercial Energy electrification code change proposal. Then, a question-and-answer session will commence on the proposal where Board members and members of the public will be able to participate in the conversation. Danielle Gurkin stated that while this proposal (ECC-En-4-1-23) will not be voted on this month, an up-or-down vote on it will occur on at the October 20th, 2022 CCCB meeting. Next, Casey will present the Commercial Energy proposals for reconsideration that are not related to electrification. Finally, a few minutes at the end of the meeting will be for other administrative matters and for members of the Board and the public to make comments that they were not able to express during the meeting.

ECC-En-4-1-23 Report on the Status of the Commercial Energy Electrification Proposal

Danielle Gurkin turned the meeting over to Casey Studhalter to offer a report on the status of the Commercial Energy Electrification Proposal and for a discussion and question and answer session.
Casey Studhalter provided updates on the most recent Commercial Energy TAG meeting that took place on September 8, 2022. Casey advised that there are still ongoing discussions on the proposals that were remanded back to TAG for reconsideration. 

Casey Studhalter noted that there were 3 sets of proposed amendments received by the TAG related to ECC-En-4-1-23. He offered the following updates:

Casey Studhalter noted that Mitchell Kannry requested an exemption for fire stations under Group B. There was significant discussion by the TAG to find a way to move forward with an exemption for Fire and EMS. Ultimately, the vote on the proposal, as written, failed to pass at the TAG level. Casey offered to meet with Mitchell Kannry separately to discuss possible ways forward.

Casey Studhalter noted that the DC Building Industry Association submitted proposals that were discussed by the TAG. He summarized the number of proposals received by them as related to exemptions. Casey Studhalter stated that the proposals failed to pass as written. Casey Studhalter offered to continue conversations with DCBIA and advised that a second vote is possible pending modifications. 

Casey Studhalter noted that the Consortium of Universities submitted proposals, however, there was no formal TAG discussion or vote on them. A follow-up meeting is being scheduled to vote on the proposals received. 
Casey Studhalter advised that the next Commercial Energy TAG meeting is on Thursday September 22, 2022, from 3:00pm to 4:30pm.

Matt Borger asked Casey Studhalter for clarification on why the proposals didn’t pass at the TAG level.

Casey Studhalter noted that the Fire and EMS proposal was a request to allow commercial cooking equipment and gas-fired equipment in fire stations. Casey Studhalter added that there have been discussions about other ways to allow for commercial cooking equipment. However, there is a desire to limit the list of exceptions and to identify where to apply exceptions. Casey Studhalter added the TAG’s guiding principle is whether the use of fossil fuels is essential to the core function of the building. 

Casey Studhalter noted that the TAG made the determination that Fire and EMS and the DCBIA exemptions requested were outside of the core function of the buildings. 

Marc Fetterman inquired about the Board providing examples of exemptions as they relate to all-electric implementation in other jurisdictions. Casey responded that the Board has gathered data on exemptions that have been applied in other cities implementing new electrification standards and will circulate that information to the Board.

Anica Landrenaeu offered the comment that some of the proposals requesting exemptions related to newly built buildings with gas appliances. She noted the electrification proposal only addresses new construction and would not require existing gas-fueled equipment to be removed. She advised that the received proposals could be reconsidered if amended to be more relevant to the code as written.

Eric J. Jones offered the comment that the TAG discussed oral amendments offered at the TAG meeting and inquired if those amendments were going to be considered. He also noted that the proposal attributed to DCBIA was made by a broad section of the business community, including: AOBA, DC BIA, DC Board of Trade, DC Chamber of Commerce, Federal City Council, Greater Washington Hispanic Chamber of Commerce, Hotel Association of DC, Restaurant Association of Metropolitan Washington, and Washington Gas.  Casey Studhalter responded that the oral amendments made at the last TAG meeting were not addressed due to time constraints and would be addressed at an upcoming TAG meeting. Casey also acknowledged Eric’s concerns about attributing certain proposals solely to DCBIA when in fact they were submitted by many organizations.

Jason Wright asked if revisions to the Commercial Energy proposals will be reintroduced at a new Board meeting, giving the Board members 30 days to review them. Danielle Gurkin advised that already-introduced proposals do not have to be re-introduced and could be reconsidered by the Board at the same meeting that they are revised. Casey Studhalter committed to presenting a final TAG-approved proposal to the Board before the next Board meeting for review by Board members. 

Erika Wadlington asked if the electric vehicle infrastructure provisions will be discussed at this meeting or be deferred. Katalin Peter also inquired about the topic on behalf of AOBA. Casey Studhalter responded that the electric vehicle provision proposal, ECC-En-10-1-23 will be deferred until the next Board meeting.
Matt Borger inquired about research he requested into the impact of electric vehicle charging requirements for new construction. Casey Studhalter responded that the research has not commenced.
Following Casey Studhalter’s presentation and the question-and-answer portion, Casey presented the following Commercial Energy proposals for a vote during today’s Board meeting.
