5. Administrative & Other Matters

i. TAG Chair Updates

Danielle Gurkin introduced a recurring agenda item to receive updates from TAG Chairs on TAG level progress and future work. Danielle expressed urgency in publishing the Proposed Rulemaking in the upcoming months.
· Accessibility TAG- Jason Wright advised TAG has done its work but needs to continue to bolster justification with historical documentation provided by Marc Fetterman.
· Administration and Enforcement TAG- Marc Fetterman advised TAG has agreed to advance Chapter 1 forward but will defer bringing it to Board for final vote pending issues with adjacent proposals. 
· Building TAG, Electrical TAG, and Elevator TAG- Garret Whitescarver advised he needs to pull his TAGs together though he hasn’t seen any proposals come from them. He will reconvene groups for further status updates. Electrical TAG has completed their work.
· Existing Buildings TAG- Chris Bailey advised that his TAG has no proposals to revisit and no outstanding proposals to consider. In response to Marc’s comment regarding Level 2 and Level 3 Construction proposals, Chris Bailey advised that he will call a TAG meeting to discuss any remaining issues. 
· Fire & Life Safety TAG- Mitchell Kannry advised that his TAG is in a good place and has submitted its work.

· Property Maintenance TAG- Matt Borger advised having issues scheduling meetings and having a meeting quorum. He plans to get caught up in the next couple of months. 
· Green Construction & Energy-Commercial TAG- For the Energy Code, Casey Studhalter advised that four proposals have been introduced and eight more are remaining to be brought forward. His TAG currently meets every two weeks and is making good progress.  For the Green Construction Code, TAG work has not yet commenced.  Marc Fetterman wondered whether the 2021 ICC Green Construction Code could be adopted without amendments if nothing is proposed by the TAG.  Casey Studhalter and Marc Fetterman agreed to discuss privately after the meeting.

· Mechanical TAG (Fuel Gas, Mechanical & Plumbing Codes), Marc Fetterman reported that the Mechanical TAG is complete except for one item.  The TAG is having regular discussions to determine process forward regarding Federal requirement to adopt A2L air conditioning refrigerants.
· Residential & Energy-Residential TAG, Michael Brown advised that the Residential TAG proposes to substitute Appendix J in the Residential Code for the Existing Buildings Code and a proposal regarding Tiny Houses has been introduced. 
· Structural TAG, No report, since Jeff is not present.  The TAG may have completed its work while Kellie Farster was a CCCB member and TAG chair.
