5. Legislative/Rulemaking Status Report


Danielle Gurkin did not have any substantive updates for the Board. 
6. Administrative & Other Matters

i. Update on the Clean Energy DC Building Code Amendment Act
Danielle Gurkin stated that due to time constraints, the update on the Clean Energy DC Building Code Amendment Act 2021 will be tabled until the next Board meeting. 
ii. TAG Chairs’ Status Update
Danielle Gurkin advised that she has received a few status updates from TAG Chairs individually. She will follow up with TAG Chairs and offered the following updates: 

Garrett Whitescarver, Building TAG held a TAG meeting this week. 

Chris Bailey, Existing Building TAG is holding a TAG meeting tomorrow. 

Matt Borger, Property Maintenance TAG is attempting to schedule a meeting. 
iii. TAG meetings on the Open DC Website 
Danielle Gurkin reminded each TAG chair to continue notifying both Helen Hooks and her of any planned meetings at least 3 business days in advance, so that the information can be posted on the Open DC website. 

iv. Possible CCCB Special Meeting on August 4, 2022
Danielle Gurkin proposed holding two CCCB Board meetings in August. Due to the pressure and necessity to move forward the current Code cycle, Danielle Gurkin will send a formal email to Board members following the meeting to gauge the availability of members for a Special Meeting on August 4, 2022. 
v. Next Regular CCCB Meeting- August 18, 2022
7. Comments by Board Members and Members of the Public
Matt Borger offers the comments that he will not be available for a Special meeting on August 4th. He also asks if it is possible to receive amendments more than 48 hours in advance of Board meetings. Danielle Gurkin responded that she will make an effort to circulate the meeting materials earlier in the week of scheduled Board meetings. 
Chris Bailey offers a question to Marc Fetterman regarding the Mechanical TAG work on the Plumbing Code. He asked whether they are bringing forth all old, previously approved sections from DCMR regarding ejectors and back water valves. Marc Fetterman responds that his TAG has already considered every existing code change in the 2017 Plumbing Code and the CCCB has approved each one that was brought forth. 

Jeff Viano offered comments regarding amendments from the 2017 Building Code that are not being carried forward. He mentions an amendment that references special inspections of underpinning and he plans to hold another TAG meeting to consider including special inspections of underpinning into the next code cycle. Garret Whitescarver responds that the Building TAG has not reached the chapter regarding special inspections but intends to amend the section. Marc Fetterman noted that the Structural TAG historically addresses this area of the Code. Garrett responded that the Building TAG typically waits for the code to be amended but notes the Building TAG has an interest in proposing the amendment itself if it has not been done. Garrett Whitescarver offered to participate with Jeff Viano in drafting the Code amendment.
Joel Causey asked Jeff Viano if the amendment he is referencing regarding special inspections of underpinning will change the current process of inspection. Jeff responds that it is a part of the 2017 Building Code. In response to Joel Causey’s question regarding the special inspection requirement of underpinning in the 2013 Code, Jeff Viano clarified that his TAG would be voting to amend the 2021 Model Code. Marc Fetterman advised Joel that the Structural TAG and DCRA would need to agree to make changes to the special inspections requirement and bring forth the proposed changes to the Board for a vote. 

Katalin Peter from Apartment and Office Building Administration (AOBA) requested to not have two meetings in August due to the availability of AOBA members in August. Danielle Gurkin stated that she understands that August is a difficult month for everyone but emphasizes the necessity to move the Code cycle forward and will work with Board members to make a decision on the Special Meeting.
