2. Status Update on Construction Code Rulemakings
An updated status tracking sheet was circulated to the Board. Jill Stern reported that there has been some progress in review of the proposed 2017 Construction Codes by the Mayor’s Office of Policy and Legislative Affairs (OPLA), but sign-off is still required. She is hopeful that certification to publish in the DC Register will be forthcoming in August.  Following up on the Board’s question at the last meeting regarding a code interpretation issued as an Administrative Bulletin by Lynn Underwood, Jill Stern indicated that the matter had been raised with Lori Parris, and she hoped to be able to report back to the Board at the next meeting. 
3. Consideration of Previously Introduced Code Change Proposals 
Consideration of previously introduced proposals was deferred.  Based on input from the Building, Fire and Structural TAG Chairs, supporting deferral of the tall timber proposals and consideration as amendments to the 2015 IBC and IFC, the tall timber proposals previously introduced were renumbered.
