1.  Preliminary Matters


i.
Call to Order and Roll Call
The meeting was called to order by Danielle Gurkin, Board Chair, at 10:39am. Roll call of Board members and other persons present was initiated by Board Chair Danielle Gurkin. All members and other persons present participated via WebEx videoconference.

Adoption of Meeting Agenda
Danielle Gurkin presented the meeting agenda for the Board’s approval. A motion to adopt the meeting agenda was made by Harrison Miller and seconded by Jason Wright. Without any objections, the agenda was adopted.

Review and Adoption of Minutes of December 16, 2021, Regular Meeting
Danielle Gurkin presented the meeting minutes from the December 16, 2021, Board Meeting for the Board’s approval.  The meeting minutes were approved unanimously upon motion made by Joel Causey and seconded by Michael Brown. Without any objections, the minutes were adopted.
2.  Legislative / Rulemaking Status Report

Danielle Gurkin provided the following updates:

· Notice of Proposed Rulemaking for Building Roof Loads – This was published as a Final Rulemaking on November 19, 2021.
· Notice of Proposed Rulemaking Amending 1 DCMR 6 –Pending publication as a Final Rulemaking.
· Conforming 14 DCMR to the Property Maintenance Code - DCRA is still internally working on the cross reference between 14 DCMR and 12-G DCMR.

· Harmonization of DC Code with 2017 DC Construction Codes – Awaiting internal permission from DCRA in order to advance.
Board member Jason Wright presented briefly on the need for an Errata for 12-A DCMR 1024, outlining two mistakes in the text which need to be corrected. Chris Bailey and Garret Whitescarver provided additional context on the practical implications and substantiated the need for the errata. Marc Fetterman inquired about the erroneous exclusion related to fire service access elevators in the building code, which has been in discussion for several months. Chris Bailey offered to review internal agency checklists to see whether DCRA is requiring fire service access elevators for structures of a certain height. Jason Wright added that the pending verbiage will result in making the building code less restrictive, while making the provision available for developers.
