1.  Preliminary Matters

Call to Order and Roll Call

Adoption of Meeting Agenda

Review and Adoption of Minutes of March 17, 2022, Regular Meeting
Danielle Gurkin presented the meeting minutes from the March 17, 2022, Board Meeting for the Board’s approval. The meeting minutes were approved unanimously upon motion made by Joel Causey and seconded by Jason Wright. Without any objections, the minutes were adopted as final.
2.  Legislative / Rulemaking Status Report

Danielle Gurkin provided the following update:

· Publishing an Errata concerning certain provisions in 12-A DCMR- Pending ODAI affirmation on whether it may be published as an erratum.
· Conforming 1 DCMR 6 to the Open Meetings Act- This will be published as a Final Rulemaking in the DC Register on April 22, 2022.
· Conforming 14 DCMR to the Property Maintenance Code - DCRA is still internally working on the cross reference between 14 DCMR and 12-G DCMR.
· Harmonization of DC Code with 2017 DC Construction Codes – Document is still in draft form, awaiting internal permission from DCRA in order to advance.
3.  Code Change Proposals for Reconsideration
Several Board members previously expressed reservations on the Residential Energy TAG Proposals due for reconsideration during today’s CCCB meeting. As such, board chair Danielle Gurkin invited each board member to declare concisely the additional information they required before making informed decisions on the proposals. Substantive discussion will be deferred until next month’s meeting.

6. Need for Mayoral/Council guidance on this topic
