· Notice of Proposed Rulemaking for Building Roof Loads - The Council review period for this proposal has been extended to October 26, 2021. The Final Rulemaking has already been drafted, and upon expiration of the review period, Danielle Gurkin will move it forward to be published as a Final Rulemaking, at which point it will become effective.
· Notice of Proposed Rulemaking Amending 1 DCMR 6 - This will be published in the D.C. Register as a Second Proposed Rulemaking on October 29, 2021.
· Conforming 14 DCMR to the Property Maintenance Code - DCRA is still internally working on the cross reference between 14 DCMR and 12-G DCMR.
· Harmonization of DC Code with 2017 DC Construction Codes - The Senior Legislative Advisor for the Deputy Mayor for Operations and Infrastructure is still receiving submissions of legislative priorities for all agencies for review by the Deputy Mayor through the end of the calendar year. Danielle Gurkin will provide updates as they are available.

5.  Administrative & Other Matters

i. TAG meetings for TAGs that have not yet convened for meetings
Danielle Gurkin offered to assist any TAG chairs who need help recruiting new members. Jason Wright indicated a need to recruit new members for the Accessibility TAG and will accept assistance as offered by Danielle Gurkin.

Garret Whitescarver asked Michael Brown whether the Residential Energy TAG was going to consider the possibility of including 2-family attached dwellings in the IRC, to which Michael Brown responded affirmatively. Michael Brown added that a member of the residential TAG has reached out to the ICC for feedback.

Marc Fetterman added that he had been waiting to hold an A&E TAG meeting until the amendments to 2017 12 DCMR, issued as a Final Rulemaking on July 30, 2021, were reflected in the Office of the Secretary / Office of Documents and Administrative Issuance web site. Danielle Gurkin stated that while the updated verbiage is not yet available online, the amendments are still effective. In fairness to the public, Marc Fetterman argued that it should be simple and straightforward for architects and other building professionals to access updated regulations. Danielle Gurkin will follow up on this matter and get a better sense of when the DCMR will be updated.

Danielle Gurkin added that with the help of Lamont McGinnis, the newly hired CCCB paralegal, all approved proposals, roughly 60 of them, have been placed into a draft rulemaking. 
ii. TAG meetings on the Open DC website
Danielle Gurkin reminded each TAG chair to notify her of planned meetings at least 3 business days in advance, so that the information can be posted on the Open DC website.

6. Comments by Board Members and Members of the Public
Michael Brown asked about processing a change between the standards for hand railings as required in the Property Maintenance codes, but differ from those in the IRC, which call for 3 and 4 risers, respectively. Matthew Borger, Chair of the Property Maintenance TAG, indicated a willingness to make the change and will connect with Michael Brown following today’s board meeting.  Marc Fetterman noted that the IRC has varied this number during several recent editions of this code and traditionally a project would comply with the requirements in the code under which the project was built.
No comments were made by members of the public.
