1.  Preliminary Matters

i.
Call to Order and Roll Call
The meeting was called to order by Danielle Gurkin, Board Chair, at 10:32am. Roll call of board members and other persons present was initiated by Board Chair Danielle Gurkin.  All members and other persons present participated via WebEx videoconference due to the ongoing public health emergency and the related Mayor’s Orders and legislation (e.g., “COVID-19 Response Emergency Amendment Act of 2020”).

Adoption of Meeting Agenda
Danielle Gurkin presented the meeting agenda for the Board’s approval. A motion to adopt the meeting agenda was made by Garret Whitescarver and seconded by Chris Bailey. Without any objections, the agenda was adopted.

Review and Adoption of Minutes of February 18, 2021 Regular Meeting
Danielle Gurkin presented the meeting minutes from the February 18, 2021 Board Meeting for the Board’s approval.  The meeting minutes were approved unanimously upon motion made by Jason Wright and seconded by Casey Studhalter.
2.  Legislative/ Rulemaking Status Report
Danielle Gurkin provided the following updates:

Portable Fire Extinguishers- Published as a Final Rulemaking on January 22, 2021, but due to a numbering error, the requirements for portable fire extinguishers were listed as Exceptions.  Danielle Gurkin corrected this error by drafting an Errata Notice, which will be published in the DC Register on March 26, 2021.
Flood Hazards- Published as a Final Rulemaking on March 19, 2021.
Notice of Proposed Rulemaking Amending the 2017 Construction Codes- The Approval Resolution was approved by the Executive Office of the Mayor and filed with the Council last week.  The 45-day review period will commence at the next Legislative meeting on April 6, 2021. 
Notice of Proposed Rulemaking for Building Roof Loads- This rulemaking amends Section 1607 (Live Loads) of Chapter 16 (Structural Design) of the Building Code to clarify standards for the maximum weight allowed for total roof live loads so that they align with the Model Codes.  This rulemaking has received all necessary approvals and will be published in the DC Register on April 9, 2021.
Notice of Proposed Rulemaking Conforming 16 DCMR 34 to the Fire Code- This rulemaking conforms existing FEMS infractions in Title 16 to the new Fire Code.  Danielle Gurkin has received legal sufficiency review on this rulemaking from the Office of the Attorney General and is awaiting approval from the Executive Office of the Mayor before publication in the DC Register.  
Notice of Proposed Rulemaking Amending 1 DCMR 6- This rulemaking eliminates 1 DCMR 601 (“Notice of Meetings”) in its entirety to conform public notice requirements for CCCB and TAG meetings to the Open Meetings Act.  Pre-approvals have been received from the Office of Policy and Legislative Affairs and Deputy Mayor for Operations and Infrastructure, and is undergoing legal sufficiency review at Office of the Attorney General.
Harmonization of DC Code with 2017 DC Construction Codes: This legislation has been drafted and DCRA is deciding on the best way to move it forward with the Mayor’s Office.
No Status Change to the Following- Conforming 14 DCMR to Property Maintenance Code.

4.
Next Code Development Cycle
i.
Notice to Begin Code Cycle with a 45-Day Comment Period
The Notice to Begin Code Cycle was published in the DC Register on February 12, 2021, and the 45-day comment period will end on March 29, 2021. To date, no public comments have been received. Matthew Borger asked for clarification on the timeline for TAGs to submit code change proposals, to which Danielle Gurkin replied TAGs are expected to continue their work into the summer months, with the goal of having TAG work completed by July 2021. Danielle Gurkin presented onscreen the timeline for the 2021 Code Development Cycle. Garret Whitescarver asked whether the CCCB would be expected to consider new public comments received during the second round that were previously not raised in the first comment period. Marc Fetterman shared that in the past, the CCCB has been encouraged to welcome comments during whichever comment period they were submitted. 
ii.
Discuss IBC Division of Responsibilities Table
Danielle Gurkin presented onscreen the IBC Division of Responsibilities table, and Marc Fetterman stated that the current chart is a revision of the initial guide used by the CCCB in 2012. With the goal of having every chapter of the IBC reviewed, the table features shaded or clear squares to indicate primary or minor responsibilities when reviewing the codes. Marc Fetterman clarified that the table does not preclude a TAG from submitting a proposal on any subject matter and is only meant to serve as a tool.
iii. Numbering Nomenclature for Code Change Proposals
Danielle Gurkin presented onscreen a guide for naming and numbering code change proposals which has now been amended to include the abbreviation, FH, for the Flood Hazard Special Committee.  As TAGs consider code change proposals, if one is approved, the expectation is that a number will then be assigned using this numbering convention.  Proposals with an amendment number allow for better tracking and organization of Board records.  A copy of this document was previously provided to each member of the Board.

i. Appointment of new Flood Hazard TAG Chair – Martin Koch, DOEE
Formerly standing in for Nicholas Bonard while he was out on paternity leave, Martin Koch has agreed to formally assume the responsibility of chairing the Flood Hazard special committee.
