Legislative/ Rulemaking Status Report

Danielle Gurkin provided the following updates:

Notice of Proposed Rulemaking Amending the 2017 Construction Codes- The Approval Resolution is currently at DC Council.  The 45-day review period was activated at the Legislative meeting on April 6th and the resolution will be deemed approved on June 18th, 2021.

Notice of Proposed Rulemaking for Building Roof Loads- This rulemaking amends Section 1607 (Live Loads) of Chapter 16 (Structural Design) of the Building Code to clarify standards for the maximum weight allowed for total roof live loads so they will align with the Model Codes.  The 30-day comment period expired on May 10th. Danielle Gurkin has already prepared an Approval Resolution for submission to Council. This resolution will be introduced at the May 28th Legislative Committee of the Whole Meeting for a 45-day review period.

Notice of Proposed Rulemaking Conforming 16 DCMR 34 to the Fire Code- This rulemaking conforms existing FEMS infractions in Title 16 to the new Fire Code.  The 30-day comment period expired on May 10th and the Approval Resolution is already prepared. It will be sent to Council for introduction at the May 28th Legislative Committee of the Whole Meeting for a 30-day review period.

6.  Comments by Board Members and Members of the Public

Marc Fetterman asked whether the CCCB will be permitted to continue meeting virtually upon expiration of the COVID-19 Public Health Emergency. Marc Fetterman stated that per the bylaws, the Board will need to return to in-person meetings.  Danielle Gurkin said she would check with BEGA and amend the CCCB bylaws to allow the meetings to continue virtually, which may be voted on at the June 17, 2021 meeting, if BEGA and the Open Meetings Act allow it.
Kerry Sutton, of the American Concrete Institute, inquired about language in the ACI 562 proposal, which has already been reviewed by the Structural TAG, and is currently under review by the Existing Building TAG. This proposal will be discussed further during the next Existing Building TAG meeting scheduled for May 26, 2021.
Kellie Farster introduced Michal Zajac, who she hopes will be her successor on the Board upon her departure.
