1.  Preliminary Matters

i.
Call to Order and Roll Call
The meeting was called to order by Danielle Gurkin, Board Chair, at 10:32am. Roll call of Board members and other persons present was initiated by Board Chair Danielle Gurkin.  All members and other persons present participated via WebEx videoconference due to the ongoing public health emergency and the related Mayor’s Orders and legislation (e.g., “COVID-19 Response Emergency Amendment Act of 2020”).

Adoption of Meeting Agenda
Danielle Gurkin presented the meeting agenda for the Board’s approval. A motion to adopt the meeting agenda was made by Mitchell Kannry and seconded by Kellie Farster. Without any objections, the agenda was adopted.

Review and Adoption of Minutes of May 20, 2021 Regular Meeting
Danielle Gurkin presented the meeting minutes from the May 20, 2021 Board Meeting for the Board’s approval.  The meeting minutes were approved unanimously upon motion made by Harrison Miller and seconded by Kellie Farster.
2.  Legislative Rulemaking Status Report

Danielle Gurkin provided the following updates:

Notice of Proposed Rulemaking Amending the 2017 Construction Codes- The Approval Resolution will be deemed approved by DC Council on June 18th, after which Danielle Gurkin will move forward with publishing a Final Rulemaking.  This rulemaking will become effective when the Final Rulemaking is published in the DC Register.

Notice of Proposed Rulemaking Conforming 16 DCMR 34 to the Fire Code- Danielle Gurkin sent the Approval Resolution to DC Council and it was introduced at the May 28th Legislative Committee of the Whole Meeting for a 30-day review period.  The 30-day review period expires on July 2nd, 2021, after which Danielle Gurkin will move forward with publishing a Final Rulemaking.  This rulemaking will become effective when the Final Rulemaking is published in the DC Register. 

Notice of Proposed Rulemaking for Building Roof Loads- Danielle Gurkin sent the Approval Resolution to DC Council and it was introduced at the May 28th Legislative Committee of the Whole Meeting for a 45-day review period.  Unfortunately, the 45-day review period only counts when the Council is in session, and because the Council will soon go into recess for the Summer, this 45-day review period will subsequently not expire until October 7th, 2021.  (The FEMS infractions rulemaking only has a 30-day review period which will end right before the Council goes into recess, as such, it will be deemed approved on 7/2 while the resolution on building roof loads will not be deemed approved until 10/7.)  At that point, Danielle Gurkin will move forward with publishing a Final Rulemaking.  This rulemaking will become effective when the Final Rulemaking is published in the DC Register.

6.  Administrative & Other Matters

i. 
Update from Michael Brown regarding the public comment received on 11/20/20 in response 
to the Notice of Proposed Rulemaking Amending the 2017 Construction Codes

Michael Brown provided an update on a comment submitted by Bradford White Corporation, which dealt with standards for hot water heating in buildings. Hot water heating standards are constantly being updated by the Department of Energy (Energy Star). After discussion with the DOE and Pacific National Lab, updated language will be provided to the Residential & Residential-Energy TAG to allow ongoing compliance with energy standards as they are updated. 


Danielle Gurkin asked Michael Brown whether the aforementioned change will be made in the 2023 codes, 
or whether it rose to the level of an out-of-cycle code change. Marc Fetterman suggested more immediate 
action is necessary. Michael Brown will update the Board Chair, Vice-Chair, and other members of the board 
once the TAG decides on its approach.

 Update on amending CCCB bylaws to continue holding virtual meetings

An amendment to the CCCB is required to continue allowing virtual meetings after the COVID-19 Public 
Health Emergency ends. Danielle Gurkin will devise the language for the proposed amendment, and as 
required, circulate the verbiage to members of the CCCB at least 20 days before a vote can occur.
