2.  Legislative/Rulemaking Status Report

· Notice of Proposed Rulemaking for Building Roof Loads- This matter is still pending at Council for the 45-day review period, which will expire on October 7th, 2021. Upon expiration of the review period, Danielle Gurkin will move forward with a Final Rulemaking. 

· Notice of Proposed Rulemaking Amending 1 DCMR 6- Approval is expected by OAG for legal sufficiency on September 17, 2021, and subsequently, Danielle Gurkin will submit it for publication in the D.C. Register.

· Conforming 14 DCMR to the Property Maintenance Code- DCRA is still internally working on the cross reference between 14 DCMR and 12-G DCMR.

· Harmonization of DC Code with 2017 DC Construction Codes- The Senior Legislative Advisor for the Deputy Mayor for Operations and Infrastructure is currently welcoming submissions of legislative priorities for all agencies for review by the Deputy Mayor through the end of the calendar year. Danielle Gurkin will provide updates as they occur.

6.  Administrative & Other Matters

i. Vote for CCCB Special Meeting Date

There are three code change proposals being introduced today, ending in -17, that may be urgent in nature, Danielle Gurkin asked if members of the Board would be willing to convene for an additional/special meeting in the coming weeks to discuss. Garett Whitescarver provided additional context for this request, referencing recent high-profile building collapses, and the working group convened by Structural TAG Chair, Kellie Farster. Garett Whitescarver described what he perceived as a deficit in required inspections for wood-framed buildings during the construction process, in comparison to those constructed of steel or concrete in the District of Columbia. The aforementioned code change proposals would increase the number of “trigger points” for which special inspections would be required for wood-frame construction. Such initiatives would prompt the owner, contractor and design engineers to be more attentive to code requirements throughout the construction process. Kellie Farster added that special inspections are currently required for steel and concrete structures in a few different categories, with very limited trigger points for wood. Kellie Farster added that the proposed provisions, which are related to shear walls, only represent the first wave of what will inevitably grow into a more sweeping effort. The Structural TAG working group will continue to meet.  As agreeable, a special meeting date may be arranged by the Board’s Executive Assistant, Mamei Willie-Bonglo, to discuss these code change proposals.
