2.  2017 Construction Code Supplements
Jill Stern advised the Board that legal sufficiency review of seven of the Supplements (Electrical, Existing Building, Fuel Gas, Green Construction, Plumbing, Property Maintenance, and Swimming Pool) had been completed by the Office of the Attorney General (OAG) and all of OAG’s comments and questions were satisfactorily addressed by the CCCB. The approved Supplements with agreed-upon revisions were circulated to the Board members before the meeting, and Jill Stern asked for the Board to approve these revisions so the Supplements could be sent to the Office of Documents for formatting. The seven Supplements, as revised, were unanimously approved by the Board upon motion made by Armando Lourenco and seconded by David Epley.  
Jill Stern expressed an objective of approving the remaining Supplements at the January 11, 2018 meeting, and asked the Board members to complete the outstanding summaries of significant changes (Accessibility, Energy-Residential, Fuel Gas, Mechanical, Plumbing and Residential) by the end of the year.
