1.  Preliminary Matters

Call to Order and Roll Call
The meeting was called to order by Jill Stern, Chair, at 12:40 p.m. with a roll call of members and other persons present.

Adoption of Meeting Agenda
The meeting agenda was unanimously approved upon motion made by Tony Falwell and seconded by Garret Whitescarver.

Review & Approval of Meeting Minutes 
The meeting minutes for the Tuesday, February 12, 2019 Special Meeting were approved unanimously upon motion made by Garret Whitescarver and seconded by Tony Falwell.
2. TAG Chair Reports on review of Public Comments on Notices of Proposed Rulemaking (2017 DC Construction Codes)  

All of the TAGs have now introduced code change proposals resulting from review of the public comments. Jill Stern advised the Board that she had started revising the mass timber proposals but found the revision extremely time-consuming because of the need to integrate proposed 2021 ICC changes into the 2015 model codes, given the intervening adoption of the 2018 model codes. The Board members present strongly recommended that the mass timber amendments be delayed until after the 2017 Construction Codes adoption to allow for additional time to draft the amendments and the likelihood that final ICC proposals would be available, including Group B work, on 2021 structural and special inspection chapters relating to mass timber. She reminded the Board that a draft administrative bulletin had been circulated in July 2018 that would provide guidelines for code official approval of cross-laminated timber (CLT) projects as an alternative material and method of construction. The Board members agreed with this approach, and asked that the draft bulletin be recirculated for review.  Jason Wright offered to look at the 2018 model codes to see if CLT timber provisions from those codes could be easily introduced without delaying the Second Notice.
