1.  Preliminary Matters

i
Call to Order and Roll Call
The meeting was called to order by Jill Stern Chair, at 10:55 a.m. with a roll call of members and other persons present.

Adoption of Meeting Agenda
The meeting agenda was unanimously approved upon motion made by Jason Wright and seconded by Lynn Underwood.

Review & Approval of Meeting Minutes 
The meeting minutes for the Thursday, May 3, 2018 Special Meeting were unanimously approved upon motion made by Jay Wilson and seconded by Jason Wright.
2. Status of 2017 Construction Codes
Jill Stern advised the Board that the rulemaking notices are still awaiting certification by the Mayor’s Office of Policy and Legislative Affairs (OPLA) so that they can be published in the DC Register for public comment. She informed the Board that she is trying to get a timetable from OPLA for this review.  In light of this delay, she suggested that the Board move forward with a timeline for consideration of the 2018 ICC model codes, and asked the Board members to be prepared to review the significant changes between the 2015 and 2018 model codes and prepare a matrix of these changes to be circulated before the next Board meeting on June 21, 2018.

Lynn Underwood agreed to obtain a set of the significant change books from the ICC, and distribute these to the TAG Chairs.  A brief discussion ensued as to the vacant TAG Chair positions, and Jill Stern agreed to circulate a list of proposed TAG Chair appointments to fill these vacancies. 
3. Consideration of Previously Introduced Code Change Proposals 
Jill Stern asked the Building, Fire and Structural TAG Chairs, and the Chair of the Working Group on Projections, to report on the status of consideration of the CLT and Chapter 32 proposals, respectively, that were introduced on May 3, 2018 and referred to their groups. The Chairs reported that their expectation that meetings will be scheduled with their respective groups before the next Board meeting on June 21, 2018.

The Board discussed the various options for the next code development cycle. Among the options discussed were the following: (1) continue to move forward with adoption of the 2015 ICC model codes and subsequently consider the 2021 ICC model codes (likely to be available in Fall 2020); (2) revise the proposed codes based on the 2015 model codes to include critical provisions from the 2018 ICC model codes; or (3) jump to the 2018 ICC model codes.  Jill Stern advised the Board that a notice will need to be published in the DC Register if a new code development cycle is started, so she asked the Board members to be prepared to discuss this issue in greater detail at the June 21, 2018 meeting so that a code development strategy and timeline can be developed. 
Jill Stern advised the Board that she had been in contact with the Mayor’s Office of Talent and Appointments (MOTA) to extend the terms of the Board members whose terms are expiring in 2018.
