1.  Preliminary Matters

i
Call to Order and Roll Call
The meeting was called to order by Jill Stern, Chair, at 10:48 a.m. with a roll call of members and other persons present. 
ii
Adoption of Meeting Agenda
The meeting agenda was unanimously approved upon motion made by Armando Lourenco and seconded by David Epley, with a revision to add election of Board officers to the agenda.
iii
Review & Approval of Meeting Minutes 
The meeting minutes for the Thursday, July 20, 2017 Regular Meeting were unanimously approved upon motion made by Armando Lourenco and seconded by Tony Falwell.
iv. Election of Board Officers.  Marc Fetterman was unanimously re-elected as Vice Chair upon motion made by Susan Burnett and duly seconded by Tony Falwell.
2.  Discussion of Emergency Rulemakings for 2013 Construction Codes
Jill Stern advised the Board that she had received some inquiries as to the applicability of the Emergency Rulemaking revising the flame propagation rules, that was adopted August 10, 2017, to pending applications and permits that were issued before August 10, 2017. She reported on advice provided by DCRA’s Office of the General Counsel that (1) permits legally issued prior to August 10, 2017 (2) structures already existing (e.g., legally built under previously issued permits) prior to August 10, 2017 will not be subject to the emergency rule unless the CCCB issues a revision to specifically apply the rule retroactively. Applications that are allowed to use a prior Construction Code (under section 123.1.2) do not have to comply with the emergency regulations, unless the CCCB explicitly makes the provisions retroactive or the code official deems the retroactive application necessary for safety, health and welfare.
Following a discussion, the consensus of the Board members was that the emergency rulemaking should be amended to make the emergency rules retroactive to buildings under construction and to all permits on file even if entitled to use a prior code under Section 123.1.2.  A motion to amend the emergency rulemaking accordingly was made by Tony Falwell and seconded by Armando Lourenco was unanimously approved by the Board. Jill Stern said she would draft appropriate rulemaking language and circulate it to the Board.

5. Administrative Matters

Jill Stern advised the Board of her intention to have the 12 Notices of Proposed Rulemaking for the 2017 Construction Codes approved by the Board no later than the October 19, 2017 Regular Meeting. She emphasized that the rulemaking notices must all be sent to the Office of the Attorney General by November 1, 2017 to ensure publication of the notices by February 2018.  She asked all of the TAG Chairs to complete their work expeditiously, and to circulate any revised proposals, so that Board members can be prepared to present and vote on all previously introduced proposals at the September 28, 2017 meeting, so that the notices can be finalized for Board approval at the October 19, 2017 meeting. Each of the TAG Chairs present indicated his or her expectation that no new code change proposals would be introduced to the Board, barring unforeseen developments. 
Dave Epley agreed to meet with interested persons to discuss the remaining Residential Energy, Green Construction and Commercial Energy proposals before the September 28 Board meeting, and meetings were tentatively scheduled for September 18 & 19, 2017.
