1.  Preliminary Matters

i
Call to Order and Roll Call
The meeting was called to order by Marc Fetterman, as Acting Chair, at 11:41 a.m. with a roll call of members and other persons present. Prior to the meeting, Lynn Underwood was officially substituted by the Mayor’s Office of Talent and Appointments in place of Susan Burnett as one of the three DCRA representative on the Board.

Adoption of Meeting Agenda

Review & Approval of Meeting Minutes 
The meeting minutes for the Tuesday, December 19, 2017 Special Meeting were unanimously approved upon motion made by Jay Wilson and seconded by Joel Causey.
2.  2017 Construction Code Supplements
Jill Stern advised the Board that the seven Supplements reviewed by OAG and re-approved by the CCCB at the December 19, 2017 meeting (Electrical, Existing Building, Fuel Gas, Green Construction, Plumbing, Property Maintenance, and Swimming Pool) had been had been forwarded to the Office of Documents and Administrative Issuances  for formatting, although they would not be considered formally transmitted until all of the Supplements have been reviewed for legal sufficiency by OAG and also reviewed by the Mayor’s Office of Policy and Legislative Affairs.  

She asked the Board to consider the Residential Code Supplement which was circulated to the Board prior to the meeting, and which incorporated revisions requested by OAG as well as the addition of several previously approved code change proposals that had been inadvertently omitted from the document. Dave Epley confirmed that he had reviewed and agreed with all of the revisions.  He made a motion, seconded by Lynn Underwood, to approve the Residential Code Supplement as revised, and the motion was unanimously approved by the Board.

In terms of status of legal review of the remaining four Supplements, Jill Stern advised that due to the OAG attorney’s schedule, he would not be able to complete legal review by the scheduled January 18, 2018 CCCB meeting, but anticipated that he would be finished with his review by the week of January 22. In light of this development, the Board agreed to cancel the January 18, 2018 meeting and schedule a meeting for January 23, 2018 from 10:30 am-12:30 pm. 
A brief discussion took place regarding the boiler provisions in the Mechanical Code Supplement, and it was agreed that Armando Lourenco and Lynn Underwood would meet promptly and advise Jill Stern of any recommended changes to address the code change proposal submitted by one of DCRA’s boiler inspectors relating to Section 1003, that had been disapproved but which Armando agreed to look over again to see if any of the suggestions had merit.
