1.  Preliminary Matters

i
Call to Order and Roll Call
The meeting was called to order by Jill Stern Chair, at 10:50 a.m. with a roll call of members and other persons present. [Although Joel Causey, David Epley, and Jonathan Sargeant attended the meeting, due to an intervening fire drill, they did not participate in any meeting discussions or voting.]

Adoption of Meeting Agenda
The meeting agenda was unanimously approved upon motion made by Jason Wright and seconded by Tony Falwell.

Review & Approval of Meeting Minutes 
The meeting minutes for the Thursday, September 20, 2018 Regular Meeting were approved 6 – 0, with one abstention, upon motion made by Chris Bailey and seconded by Kellie Farster.

Election of Vice Chair
Marc Fetterman was unanimously elected as Vice Chair upon motion duly made by Tony Falwell and seconded by Kellie Farster.
2. TAG Chair Reports on 2018 Model Codes and Discussion of Next Code Cycle 

TAG Chairs had been asked at the last meeting to review significant changes between the 2015 and 2018 model codes. However, in light of the change in Board membership and appointment of new TAG Chairs, Jill Stern extended the deadline for review until the November 15, 2018 meeting.  By the next meeting, she noted that the Board would be able to evaluate the public comments received on the proposed 2017 District of Columbia Construction Codes.  She indicated that the Board would make a decision on the optimal strategy for the next code development cycle at that meeting.  

3. Status Update on 2017 Construction Code Rulemaking
The 2017 District of Columbia Construction Codes were published in the DC Register on September 28, 2018 as anticipated. Jill Stern reported that she had received a small number of initial comments on the proposed 2017 Construction Codes, and that she would circulate comments as received to the TAG Chairs and work with them to create spreadsheets to track and resolve comments. She asked the TAG Chairs to be prepared to convene TAG meetings as necessary to discuss any comments received with the goal of bringing forward any new code change proposals for introduction at the December 20, 2018 regular meeting at the latest. 
4. Consideration of Previously Introduced Code Change Proposals 
Jill Stern reminded the Board of its previous discussions on many CLT (mass timber) code change proposals that await action by the Board.  The consensus of the Board had been to add these ICC-generated code changes to the 2017 DC codes but await public comment to the ICC and any revisions by the ICC to these code changes.  Chris Bailey stated that the ICC had, at its recent meeting in Richmond, considered the public comment and approved CLT (mass timber) code change proposals for inclusion in the 2021 building code.  He noted that changes had been made to at least one code change and he would forward the ICC actions to Jill Stern so that they could be distributed to the Board and to the Building, Fire and Structural TAGs.  The Board took the following actions as noted. All actions were unanimous unless otherwise indicated.

However, she asked the Board to be prepared for scheduling of special meetings as necessary to approve any code change proposals in response to the public comments.
