1.  Preliminary Matters

i
Call to Order and Roll Call
The meeting was called to order by Jill Stern, Chair, at 12:35 p.m. with a roll call of members and other persons present. 
ii
Adoption of Meeting Agenda
The meeting agenda was unanimously approved upon motion made by Joel Causey and seconded by Tony Falwell. 
iii
Review & Approval of Meeting Minutes 
The meeting minutes for the Thursday, January 24, 2019 Special Meeting were approved unanimously upon motion made by Armando Lourenco and seconded by Joel Causey.
2. TAG Chair Reports on review of Public Comments on Notices of Proposed Rulemaking (2017 DC Construction Codes)  

All of the TAGs have introduced code change proposals resulting from review of the public comments with the exception of Fire and Building. These are expected to be introduced at the February 12, 2019 meeting.  Revisions to introduced proposals will be submitted at the February 12, 2019 meeting as necessary. Jill Stern offered assistance with revision of the mass  timber proposals. John Catlett noted that the ICC Group B has developed changes to the 2021 structural and special inspection chapters relating to mass timber which should also be taken into account.  
Mr. Catlett also commented on the provisions of Chapter 11 of the Fire Code. Although acknowledging the need to retrofit existing buildings with dry standpipe systems pursuant to Chapter 11 of the Fire Code, he expressed concern that 60 days from the date of code adoption is too short a period for building owners to come into compliance.  He urged the Board to consider making the retrofit obligation contingent upon notification of non-compliance by the code official, and to allow six months from the date of notification to develop construction documents and file a permit application to authorize the work.  Several Board members pointed out that the retrofit provisions have been in the model codes and the DC Construction Codes for more than a decade, and existing buildings have not complied with these minimum fire safety modifications.
