She indicated that the Board would continue discussing the optimal strategy for the next code development cycle at that meeting.  

Jill Stern reminded the Board to review the remainder of the updated status tracking sheet.  In response to a question about previous Board action regarding carbon monoxide detectors not appearing on the sheet, she pledged to review the matter with Robert Finn, DCRA Legislative Officer.  Jill Stern announced that she is reviewing recent code interpretations issued by the Department and is in the process of converting most of them into Administrative Bulletins; one or two may be introduced to the Board as code change proposals. 

Jill Stern also announced that our long-time Board support by LaShawn Dickey is transitioning to Christal Robinson, Executive Assistant to the Deputy Building Official.  LaShawn’s more than eight years of exemplary service to the Board was acknowledged with great appreciation.
Marc Fetterman asked about extending the October 1, 2018, expiration date in Director Melinda Bolling’s July 18, 2018, letter that allows some altered facades to project into public space.  Jill Stern replied that she has contacted Director Bolling and no decision has been reached on how to accomplish this task.
The October 18, 2018 Regular Meeting was cancelled, and a special meeting was scheduled for November 1, 2018.
