Although no formal action was taken on RC-R-2-2-16 and RC-R-3-3-16, these proposals were discussed with explanation by Jim Shulman of the Sierra Club. He explained to the Board that these proposals seek to fill a gap in the Green Code with respect to construction waster in residential construction, in order to make step progress towards the District’s goal of 80% reduction in construction waste by 2032. Following the discussion, Dave Epley agreed to make revisions to the two proposals for recirculation at the next Board meeting.
The Board unanimously approved the Notice of Proposed Rulemaking for the 2017 Existing Building Code Supplement, upon motion made by Marc Fetterman and seconded by Bill Updike.

4.   Administrative Matters

David Epley was removed as a voting member of the Administration and Enforcement TAG, and Lynn Underwood was unanimously approved as a voting member in his place, pursuant to motion made by Marc Fetterman and seconded by Bill Updike.

Board members were informed by Matt Orlins of a new rulemaking procedural requirement imposed by the Mayor’s Office of Policy and Legislative Affairs. Specifically, he explained that each rulemaking notice needs to be accompanied by a document describing the proposed rulemaking change, identifying any potential controversy, and indicating whether the change had been discussed with potential stakeholders (called an “IQ”). The Board members expressed concern about the time that preparation of an IQ for each of the 12 Construction Code Supplements would entail, particularly for those supplements with numerous local amendments like the Energy Conservation Code.  Matt Orlins indicated that the IQs should focus on new amendments, that is, those amendments that are new in this code cycle and not carried forward from prior codes.  Jill Stern indicated that the Electrical Code Supplement IQ had been drafted, but that she would need each of the TAG chairs to write summaries for their respective code supplements, because of the technical nature of many of the changes.  She agreed to circulate the Electrical Supplement IQ as a model for the Board members. Lynn Underwood volunteered to work on the IQ for the Existing Building Code Supplement, and to have a draft finished by the Board’s July 20 meeting.

The status of each TAG was reviewed, and most TAG Chairs present indicated his or her expectation that no new code change proposals would be introduced to the Board, barring unforeseen developments. The Board was made aware that additional Building and Plumbing TAG code changes may be submitted.  Jill Stern noted that Chapter 1 of the Property Maintenance Code is still being developed, and that there may be additional proposals coming out of the Flood Hazard Committee relating to the Mayor’s Resilience Initiative.
5.  Comments by Members of the Public

There were no comments by members of the public other than by Mr. Shulman.
6.  Adjournment
The meeting was adjourned at 12:30 p.m.  The next Board meeting is scheduled for July 20, 2017.
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
