Approval of Agenda – The agenda was not approved as we did not have quorum. 

Approval of April Meeting Minutes – The April minutes were not approved as we did not have quorum. 
Executive Reports and Business Items

Director de Guzman gave his Director’s report. The office still has open positions for two Community Outreach Specialists (one each with Korean, and Vietnamese language skills). Director de Guzman encouraged us to repost these notices on social media. The office did hire a Community Outreach Specialist, Qing Xu. 

Director de Guzman mentioned that MOAPIA hosted a successful AANHPI Heritage Month Celebration. He thanks the Commission and our community for their continued support. MOAPIA was also involved in significantly more public engagements this year.

Director de Guzman highlighted that MOTA is working on pushing new  Commissioner applications to the City Council for review. This is expected to occur from July to September.

Sub-Committee Updates
· Pacific Islander Task Force: Director de Guzman attended the King Kamehameha wreath-laying ceremony in the US Capitol Visitors Center with Chief of Staff of the Mayor’s Office of Community Affairs, Robert Topenio. Also, the Guam independence celebration is on July 10- with a wreathlaying at the World War II Memorial and reception afterwards. On July 13th, the Guam State Society is hosting its Annual Liberation Day Picnic. 

· National Network of AAPI Local Agencies: None at this time though Director de Guzman will be actively engaging with members of the Network- especially agencies with new leadership (eg. California and Washington State). We continue to engage White House Director Erika Moritsugu. The Office will work on organizing a meeting with Director Moritsugu possibly over the summer. 

New Business
· MOAPIA highlighted that they will be co-hosting the annual Immigrant Heritage Month soccer tournament with cultural offices of the DC government on July 13th as well as planning a cultural festival with the ASEAN embassies spouse association for October.

· MOAPIA has been working closely with the Chinatown Task Force and MMB team to continue to address concerns in Chinatown.

· MOAPIA also flagged that there has been a significant increase in bullying cases of AANHPI youth within the DCPS system. Talks of a parental support group are happening and the Commission has suggested including cultural training with representatives of the educational sector to address bullying within the schools. Commission Hara also mentioned partnering with the Japanese American Citizens League to introduce more AANHPI books within the DC education system.
